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FROM OUR PRESIDENT

Please accept my sincere thanks for your continued support for Caritas Japan.

Along with my thanks, I am enclosing our activity report for the April
2010-March 2011 fiscal year.

Of course, any look at our activities during that period must focus on March
11, when an earthquake and tsunami devastated a large part of Japan's Tohoku
region.

The disaster has had a broad impact on the entire country. In some ways, the
direction of Japanese history shifted that day. We are being forced to ask ourselves
if our society's pursuit of efficiency, profit and comfort has led to true happiness.

Ongoing problems with the Fukushima nuclear power plant present questions
about how we fulfill our material desires. It is not simply a matter of choosing
between the alternatives of increased safety measures or the abolition of nuclear
plants. We are being forced to examine deeper ethical issues. Even one such
accident has an influence on the whole society, but even before the disaster the
use of nuclear power plants had set up a negative inheritance for Japan in the form
of nuclear waste produced by those plants.

We pray for the eternal rest of the many people who lost their lives in the
great disaster. We also pray that the survivors who have suffered so much will be
able to regain some degree of normal life as soon as possible.

Toward that end, we at Caritas Japan will continue efforts to support the
victims, especially by cooperating with the Sendai and Saitama dioceses.

Caritas Japan started that support immediately after the disaster. On March
16, we dispatched staff members to the Sendai Diocese Support Center, and have
organized volunteers to assist relief efforts in that diocese.

Moreover, in response to requests from the affected area we are providing
financial support as needed.

We have received great support from Churches abroad. At the plenary
assembly of Caritas Internationalis held in Rome in May, Caritas organizations from
Europe and the United States organized a support meeting.

Encouraged by the generosity of many people in and outside the country,
Caritas Japan will continue to promote support services for victims of the Great
East Japan Earthquake.

We expect to send you a detailed report about our earthquake-related
activities next March. We expect that those activities will continue for long time.
The many offers of continued support that we have received from all over the
world give us confidence that we can carry on this work.

I hope that Caritas Japan can continue to rely upon your understanding and
support.

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2011 TOHOKU EARTHQUAKE AND TSUNAMI

Caritas Japan offers sincere condolences to those who have lost their beloved and have
been affected by the earthquake and tsunami. We will continue our efforts for recovery.

At 2:46 pm on March 11, an earthquake with a magnitude of 9.0 on the Richter
scale produced a devastating tsunami that affected a huge area of northeast
Japan. Furthermore, it severely damaged the Tokyo Electric Power Company's
Fukushima I Nuclear Power Plant, causing an ongoing nuclear emergency.

Caritas Japan reached Sendai on March 16
and began discussions regarding emergency
response with the Sendai Diocese which
covers the three most affected prefectures:
Miyagi, Iwate and Fukushima. The Sendai
Diocese Support Center (SDSC) was set up
as a head office for relief activities.

SDSC works in cooperation with local Social
Welfare Councils that run disaster volunteer
centers as well as with Catholic churches to
cover gaps in government efforts.

The first volunteer base was opened one
week after the disaster in Shiogama, Miyagi
prefecture. Since then, we have been
receiving volunteers from throughout Japan
to help clean up tsunami-affected homes and
clear rubble.

Caritas Japan has also supported relief activities by individual groups.
